Every day at Tokyo Station, more than 300 bullet trains, or Shinkansens, arrive and leave
every 5 minutes on average. Due to the tight schedule, each train stays at the station only
for 12 minutes. The staff members of TESSEI, the company which is in charge of cleaning
the train cars, do their work during that short period of time. Since 12 minutes includes the
time for passengers to leave and board the train, the staff have only 7 minutes to clean the
cars. In this short period, they collect trash, sweep " all the seats and floors, wipe " all the
windows, and turn all the seats around. This amazing performance was called “the seven-
minute miracle” by a news company in the US.

However, the quick work is not what they are the proudest of. They believe the most
important value they offer is “Omotenashi”, which means hospitality. Therefore, before and
after they clean the car, they stand in line, bowing " to the passengers. Also, they sometimes
wear colorful uniforms and decorate their hats with flowers, which makes passengers happy.
